1 . Before beginning installation be sure to wear proper eye protection if drilling.

Remove rear bumper if so equipped.

Remove the tailgate from the truck, this is achieved by opening the gate, Lifting the limiting cables so
the knee action goes up instead of down. Close the tailgate slightly and slide the larger opening in the
limiting strap over the retaining pin.

. At this point close the tailgate to about 85% of it's closed position. CAUTION: Be sure you have a good

hold on the gate. The hinge on the driver side of the vehicle has a slot so the gate will slide up and out
in this position. Then move the gate away from the truck and out of the right hinge.

. Set roll pan into position by aligning the holes in the roll pan with the holes in the rear of bed. Attach

with five ( 5) of the screws provided.

. At right and left corners of the bed there will be tabs protruding towards the center. Drill through these

tabs and into roll pan. Adjust tab down to align lower corners of roll pan. Screw through the tab and into
the roll pan to attach.

. Paint to match. Follow fiberglass parts surface preparation procedures.
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
