1. Remove the Speed Grille insert from the poly tube container.

2. NOTE the curved corners of the Speed Grille on the one side. This side will face up.

3. Set the Speed Grille into the opening. Push
the black grids.

4. Raise the front of vehicle to gain access to the under side of vehicle.

5. Remove the lower air deflector to gain access to the back side of opening. Pry up the center pin in
fastener with a flat blade screwdriver, then pry out the body. Save all fasteners.

" Clip " the Speed Girille insert to the valance using the clips provided. See the illustration below for an

outline of how the " clip " will attach to the valance and the Speed Grille insert.
